DESTINY & LOUIS TRIP

TO THE

YACINO BEACH HOUSE

JULY 18, 2010 THROUGH JULY 26, 2010

ARRIVAL / FIRST DAY (PARTIAL)
The family arrived at the Yacino Beach House (YBH) somewhere around 11:00 AM on the 18th.  We weren’t expecting them until late that day or early on the 19th, so Sue and I were sitting under the camouflage with Bill and Alana (Limber) having a couple of adult beverages after breakfast.  I believe that we may have been in the midst of an Early Music lesson (at Bill’s request).

After initial greetings and hugs, I felt that it would be appropriate (and necessary) to provide both a tour of the property and explanations of some of the available facilities.  The order escapes me, so I’ll list the various areas starting with the attic.

· Showed the attic to all, but emphasized the location of available beds to the three younger children.  We suggested that it would be reasonable for Michal to take up residence on the front bed overlooking the pond since he is the oldest of the three.  Destiny chose the bed next to the air conditioner and Louis took the “Led Zeppelin” bed.

· Showed the Mars Hotel to Amanda, who was quite happy that we decided that she should get her own room.  This room also has an AC, its own TV and a boom box.  A recent addition is a guest book, which she signed.

· Showed the living room, explained about the new furniture and rug, and had a quick tutorial on the new TV.  Later on we allowed the children to choose some movies from Netflix that are available for streaming.  They watched a number of those during their stay.

· Showed the dining room and explained about the breakfast buffet that would be set up each morning for their enjoyment.  We had cereals, bowls, spoons, fruits, and yogurts available.  Everyone used 1% milk except for Misty and Michal, who use Almond Breeze.

· Showed the kitchen, but explained that most of the cooking would be done either downstairs or outside and that all other meals would be taken in the Summer Dining Room (SDR).  There were some supplies, mostly frozen goods such as hamburgers, hot dogs, kielbasa, brats and popsicles that would remain upstairs.  Most of the other supplies such as drinks and condiments would be in the downstairs refrigerator.

· Showed the Cosmos Room where Peter and Misty would be staying.  This room, as most of you know, has an AC and a guest book (which Peter signed).

· Showed the bathroom and emphasized the toilet flushing troubles.  I went over a plunger procedure that works most of the time (I won’t detail the process here).  We had a few mishaps over the week, but all-in-all things went well.

· Showed the Plant Room, which is self-explanatory.

· Showed the Den, but since we didn’t want the children using most of the equipment in there, we didn’t go over too many things with them.

· Showed the Summer Kitchen, explained which stove burners were the best and showed where the beer and wine are kept.

· Showed the SDR, where most meals were eaten.

They should include all coves with the emergency cutoff being the large red house left-of-center from the YBH on the western shore. Rides listed are as follows: P – paddle boat, K – kayak, S – skiff, 2S – both skiffs.  The number is the occurrence of the particular arrangement of the ride.  So, for example, the first ride listed is P(Christopher, Sue)25.  That is the 25th paddle boat ride of 2010 with only Christopher and Sue present.

But he won’t whip around to the side of the boat quite as easily on the tube (he was able to make a nearly 90( angle with the boat on the left-hand turns).  Things sure will have changed quite a bit.
